proper worship practices. 

It details offerings, priestly 
duties, dietary laws, and 
moral codes, all designed to 
teach the Israelites how to 
live in a way that honours 
God's holiness and maintains 
a relationship with Him.

Jesus Ministry in the yearly Feasts!
The type represents the antitype. 
The antitype is greater than the type.

Noah’s flood is a type of God’s judgment 
on humanity at the end of time antitype. - 
Matthew 24:37-45



1. Spring Feast – Barley harvest
1st Feast: PASSOVER on Abib/Nisan 14 - Leviticus 23:4-8

Abib/Nisan 10 take a perfect lamb into 
their home and keep with them.

Abib/Nisan 10 Sanhedrin met and 
decided to condemn Jesus to death.

• Jesus was the lamb without blemish. 1 Peter 1:18-20



1. Spring Feast – Barley harvest (cont’d)
Abib/Nisan 14 the family had to kill 
the lamb in the evening.

Abib/Nisan 14 Jesus was crucified in 
the evening 3pm. - Mark 15:34 & 37

• Every year the Passover lamb was offered at 3 p.m.



1. Spring Feast – Barley harvest (cont’d)
Preparing or eating it, not allowed 
to break a single bone of the lamb.

Jesus bones were not broken as He 
gave up his life. - John 19:31-33

• With Jesus’ death on the cross, the sacrificial system, with all its 

feasts and festivals came to an end - Colossians 2:13-17.



2. Spring Feast – Unleavened Bread 
on Abib/Nisan 15 (for 7 days) - Leviticus 23:6

Abib/Nisan 15 Unleavened = without 
Yeast, Yeast = Sin.

Abib/Nisan 15 Jesus is in the tomb resting 
on the Sabbath, had no sin in Him.

• Jesus expects all to overcome sin like He did – “It Is Written”



His last supper with the disciples: 
"And he took bread, and gave thanks, and brake it, and gave unto them, saying, 
THIS IS MY BODY WHICH IS GIVEN FOR YOU" - Luke 22:19



3. Spring Feast – First Fruits
Barley harvest time – Wave offering on Abib/Nisan 16 

- Leviticus 23:10 
Harvest time was the beginning of the 
year – Spring time.
• Sometimes Jewish year had 13 
months based on the Barley crops.

Abib/Nisan 16 Jesus resurrected Himself 
as 1st fruits - Matthew 27:52-53.
• Many resurrected at the crucifixion 
were first fruits along with Him -                       
1 Corinthians 15:20.

Great harvest of 
souls that will 

resurrect to eternal 
life - Luke 22:20.

Through Jesus’ death, burial, and resurrection, the first three festivals were fulfilled.



4. Spring Feast – Pentecost
Feast of Weeks (50 days later) on Sivan 6                

- Leviticus 23:16

Pentecost means 'fiftieth' or 'fifty 
days' 

• Moses received the Ten 
Commandments on Mount Sinai 
50 days after the Israelites left 
Egypt on the night of the Passover 
(see Exodus 12; Exodus 13:3-10; 
Exodus 19; Exodus 20:1-21). 

• Now law written on the heart. 
Hebrews 10:16 (Jeremiah 31:33)



4. Spring Feast – Pentecost (cont’d)
2nd harvest which occurs 7 weeks / 50 
days after the Feast of 1st Fruits.

50 days after Jesus' resurrection, Holy 
Spirit descends at Pentecost and the 
harvest of 3,000 souls.

• Drought happened for the next few months in the year.



4. Spring Feast – Pentecost (cont’d)

Antitype - Between Pentecost 
and 1844 the Trumpets –

• The Christian Era begins

• Constantine changes Sabbath 
to Sunday – March 7th 321 AD

• Dark ages Papacy tramples 
on the Sanctuary: 538 - 1798

• Protestant Reformation 
restores the sanctuary 
beginning 1300s – till 1800s.



5. Fall Feast – Feast of Trumpets
on Tishri 1 (7th Month) - Leviticus 23:24 

The priests blew the trumpets to warn 
the people of the coming Day of 
Atonement. 
• This feast came 10 days before the 

Day of Atonement.

26th November 1833 stars fell – all 
thought Judgement day has come.
• 1833 William Miller gets his 
credentials to preach.



5. Fall Feast – Feast of Trumpets (cont’d)
The Great Advent Awakening took 
place in various parts of the world 
approximately 10 years before 29th 
April 1843 Rabbinical year date set 
for Jesus' 2nd coming by the 
Millerites – He did not come!
• Further studies done and finally 
22nd Oct 1844 was set.
• Revelation 10 is the Millerite  
   Movement.
• Revelation 10:6 - time shall be no 

more (no more prophetic time).

• Revelation 10:10 – Sweet in the 
mouth & bitter in the belly is 22nd 
October 1844



6. Fall Feast - Day of Atonement
on Thanim/Tishri 10 - Leviticus 23:26-32 

The high priest entered the 
Most Holy Place of the 
tabernacle to atone for the 
sins of the entire nation of 
Israel. 

• It was a day of judgement.

• Anyone who held on to 
any sin during this period 
was cut off from the camp 
including the high priest.

6. Fall Feast - Day of Atonement (cont’d)
4 things that were needed to be done - 
Leviticus 23:27-29
1. A holy convocation unto you. 
• No sin to be found and congregate - 
Hebrews 10:21-25
2. You shall afflict your souls – fasting 
24 hours.
• Control appetites, fast and pray. - 
Isaiah 22:12-14; Luke 21:34, 36
3. Offer an offering made by fire unto 
the Lord.
• To be found blameless. -                                   
1 Thessalonians 5:23
4. Ye shall do no work in that same day. 
• Sole aim to serve God. - Matthew 
6:33; Luke 21:34



What the people need to do on Earth in the 
Anti-typical day of atonement

The sounding of the trumpet:
A holy convocation was required – 
Leviticus 23:21, 24, 26,27 & Hebrews 10:25:                   
No customary work to be done and afflict 
souls and offer an offering.
1. Must follow the priest in faith - Jesus by 
faith where he is and assemble around the 
sanctuary.
2. Must afflict the souls – not jumping and 
blabbering, but sigh and cry of 
abominations that are practised.
3. Need to fast –The true fasting should be 
recommended to all, its abstinence from 
every stimulating kind of food and the 
proper use of wholesome simple food, 
which God has provided in abundance. - 
Medical Ministry 283



What the people need to do on Earth in the 
Anti-typical day of atonement (cont’d)

• Definition of fasting – See Isaiah 58 
(Day of atonement), Vs 6-7 practical 
godliness  (Matthew 25 separating 
sheep from goats on this basis), 

4. Need to abstain from working –   
    Spiritual terms: rest in the work of   
    God. - Leviticus 23:28-30.

• Some say not possible to overcome 
sin completely – what one is saying 
flesh is more powerful than God – I 
can do all things through Christ who 
strengthens me. - Philippians 4:13.

• Special preparation necessary – 
Hebrews 12:14, 28, 29; 1 John 3:1-
3; Matthew 5:8; Titus 2:11-14; Today God is Gracious 



The Cleansing of the Heavenly Sanctuary
When Adam and eve hid from God, they did not 
know the plan of Salvation. – Genesis 3:15
Revelation 6:13-15: Manny are running away from 
God, do not want to follow the plan of salvation. 
5T 213,214 – Not all will be sealed. (also see 
Matthew 7:14)
Psalms 24:3-5 – Only those who are cleansed will 
be sealed.
Everything is recorded in the books of heaven – 
some have secret sins but put up a holy 
appearance.
• The devil has created all the devices to distract 

people.
• Why does the devil hate the cleansing of the 

sanctuary? Because all sins will be put on him!
• The plan of redemption has to take place in the 

Outer Court, Holy Place & Most Holy Place.



If the devil can stop this process in any of the 3 places 
than the whole plan is destroyed.
• Genesis 3:15 – Satan was not completely crushed at 

the cross: Romans 16:20 Satan will be finished at the 
cleansing of the sanctuary.

Daily blood/sins were taken into the sanctuary – 
Leviticus 16:20-21: Daily confession is happening now.
Sin is going to crush the head of Satan: Sin is what 
killed Jesus. If only Satan can stop the sins to get on his 
head!
So, Satan thinks if he can achieve people from not 
confessing their sins and hold on to sins, then he can 
survive and not be crushed.
Unless we bring our sins to Jesus, he cannot cleanse 
the sanctuary (remove from the record books in 
heaven) –  That is the delay right now!!! – reality check

Satan wants to stop the cleansing of the 
Heavenly Sanctuary



Can we get to sinless state - Yes, or No?
PP 68 – Jesus came not only to Save man but also to 
vindicate God.
Genesis 1 – every seed must produce after its kind.
• Ye shall know them by their fruit (Matthew 7:16-20) – 

the harvest will tell what kind of fruit is produced.
DA 671 – If a perfected people are not produced, the 
seed is at fault. In effect we say Jesus is faulty!
• Monkey see, monkey do – many are different in the 

church from outside (double faced).
Hebrews 10:1-4 – make them perfect year after year.

• If Jesus takes away our sin, then we are sin free.
What messed up the perfection of man? – Sin!                           
So, removal of sin is perfection.
• Hymn – Would you be free from the burden of sin; 

there is power in the blood – still holds true!



Mental disposition of those that are sealed
1 Corinthians 3:16-17 - known ye not 
that ye are the temple of God.
1 Corinthians 6:19-20 – Ye are bought, 
glorify God in your body.
Holy Sprit dwells in the body of the 
temple
1 Corinthians 10:31 – Whether ye eat, 
drink or whatsoever ye do, do it all to 
the glory of God.
Psalms 100:3 – God made us, sheep of 
His pasture.
The escalatory religion is practised 
today – many think they ARE going to 
heaven without any effort. (they are 
misunderstanding Grace)
Need to know we are climbing Jacob's 
ladder: 2 Peter 1:4-11.

6. Fall Feast - Day of Atonement (cont’d)
Jesus entered into the Most Holy Place 
of the sanctuary in heaven to begin the 
work of judgement. - Daniel 8:14

• 50,000 waited from 700 
   denominations.

• Majority became atheists.

• Many went back to their own    
   denominations.

• 50 decided to study more.

• Hiram Edson given the vision in the 
   corn field on 23rd Oct 1844.

• Seventh-day Adventist Movement 
   official Begins 21st May 1863.



6. Fall Feast - Day of Atonement (cont’d)

God is testing this anti-typical 
congregation today.

Soon Revelation 22:11 will apply.

Who shall be able to stand?

Answer is in: – Holy Lifestyle 

• Revelation 6:17; 7:1-4, 

• Ezekiel 9:1-7

The character of the group is 
identified in: 

• Revelation 14:1-5

the Day of Atonement

Type Antitype
Leviticus 23:27 - "It shall be a   

 holy convocation unto you." All 

 were to assemble for worship.

Hebrews 10:25 - God's people 

should not forsake assembling 

together as the end draws near.

Leviticus 23:27,29 - In the type, 

 all were to afflict the soul, spend 

 the day in "prayer, fasting, . . . 

 and pray and deep searching of 

 heart."

Luke 21:34-36; Isaiah 22:12-14 - 

The admonition is, "Watch, and 

pray always, and avoid surfeiting 

and drunkenness.“ (overeating 

good food, meat & wine)

Leviticus 23:27 - "Offer an    

 offering made by fire," an entire 

 consecration.

1 Thessalonians 5:23; Romans 12: 

1 - The whole spirit, soul, and body 

are to be fully consecrated to God.

Leviticus 23:30 - All personal 

 work was to be laid aside on the  

 day of atonement.

Luke 21:34-36; Matthew 6:32-33 - 

The cares of this life are not to 

come in and crowd out God's work.



7. Fall Feast – Feast of Tabernacles
on Thanim/Tishri 15 - Leviticus 23:33-44

15 - 22 of the 7th Month 
(Thanim/Tishri) 8 days. 

Revelation 8:1 - Silence space of ½ 
hour = 7&1/2 days to Enter Heaven.



7. Fall Feast – Feast of Tabernacles (cont’d)
Israelites stayed in tents in 
remembrance of their Exodus from 
Egypt to the land of Canaan. 
• The fruit harvest known as the feast 

of Ingathering.

This festival is the final ingathering of 
God's children into the kingdom of 
heaven (see Matthew 26:29; Matthew 
8:11; Revelation 20:4-6). 
• Read - Matthew 25:5-13
